As a result our system links serve as a positive 
and healthy alternative to playing games online as we are playing in a safe 
environment and we don't tolerate foul language and put -downs and encourage 
cooperation, friendship and community building as well as balanced and fair 
competition. 
 

We meet once a month on a Friday night, and the expected game times will be variable,  although students 
will be free to come and go to suit their ow n schedules.   The game system we will be using is the Xbox 
360 and four students each month will be bringing their game systems with them so we can have 4 systems 
there.  The software we use is always decided in advance and will always be appropriate games that students 
already have and play so that no extra expenses are incurred.  Each student participating will be expected to 
bring their own controller  or arrange to borrow a controller for the event.   The game nights will take place 
in Mr. Goodfellowôs room at OLS and will consist of 4 networked Xboxes hooked up to 4 projectors which will 
project onto 4 video screens.  With this we are able to support a 16 player system link. If you are interested in 
Games Club ï please see Mr. Goodfellow.
